2012 Display Guidelines


The McCoy Pottery Collectors’ Society will once again feature a Theme display as well as series of other side displays. These entertaining and educational events provide an opportunity for attendees to view many special pieces of pottery. The displays will be held in conjunction with our banquet, which will be on Monday July 16th, 2012. The location is the Knights of Columbus in the Sunrise Shopping Center, 275 Sunrise Center Drive, in Zanesville. The doors will open at 5:00 PM. A map showing the location is given below, and one will also be included in your registration packet.
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The pieces for the Theme Display, "McCoy Collectors Reunion - 25th Anniversary”, are any original McCoy Pottery during their 1st 25 years. More specifically, any Early McCoy piece from initial production thru the early 1930s is welcome for inclusion.  In the Show & Tell display, uncommon means not only a difficult piece to find, but may also be an unusual or non-production glaze coloring or decoration. However, all pieces must have been produced by McCoy Pottery Companies or the Brush-McCoy Pottery Company. 


It is important to note that all of the displays are silent; you do not have to make an oral presentation. All you need to do is simply fill out the Entry Form where you can include a few comments to share about your piece with all the attendees. Copies of the simple entry form will be provided in the registration packet that you will receive at registration, and extra forms will also be available at the banquet entry door. In addition, if you would like to fill out the form beforehand it may be downloaded and printed from the Society web site www.mccoypotterycollectorssociety.org


All members putting any pieces into either display are asked to please bring your display items after 2:00 p.m. that afternoon or between 4:30 - 4:45 p.m. late afternoon if preferred.  The doors open to all attendees at 5:00 p.m. with the time, from opening until dinner, set aside for all members to view all of the display content. Attendees will also get an opportunity for a final peek at the entries following the conclusion of the evening's program. Remember to bring your camera. You are welcome to photograph all display items for future reference and enjoyment.  


This year’s convention should be another great time for all. Make your plans now to attend. A welcome is extended to everyone to come and participate and enjoy the very special pieces your fellow collectors will share in the fun. The displays this year should once again prove to be an outstanding, educational and fun experience for all.
